Proposed housing development in Northamptonshire


‘The office of the Deputy Prime Minister has published proposals to establish four major development areas in and around the South East to alleviate London’s housing problems, and one of those development areas, the Milton Keynes/South Midlands area, proposes that a total of 366,000 new houses be built over the next 30 years of which 167,000 will be sited in Northamptonshire. Of that number 49,000 are planned to be built around Northampton and that means the massive growth of the Borough and the swallowing up of many village communities which skirt the town at present.’ (Extract from a letter to the Clerk from County Councillor Brian Binley Chairman Mid Northamptonshire Parishes 2001) The Mid Northamptonshire Parishes 2001 organisation is opposing the plan on a number of grounds including the impact it will have on rural Northamptonshire, and it seeks to gain the support of the people in the area as a whole to prepare well thought out alternatives to fight the proposals.





It is launching its campaign at an open Public Meeting at The Community Centre, Camp Close, Bugbrooke on Tuesday 3rd June 2003 beginning at 7.45 to which Councillors and the general public are invited. 


 








Brafield Village Pond  : British Trust for Conservation Volunteers


On Thursday May 8th volunteers from the BTCV spent the day working on the management of vegetation around the pond focussing on the task of trying to start to control the more vigorous and unwanted plants, particularly alien invasive species, growing on the pond edges. It is hoped that these control measures will help native marginal species to establish around the pond, and increase the wildlife value. The water inlet and outlet were also cleared of vegetation and obstructions and litter removed. The volunteer team will return to complete the second day of pond management in October- November this year as part of a regular twice-annual commitment. The Parish Council is very grateful to the BTCV for helping to maintain this valuable village amenity.

New JASON 


The JASON minibus service highlighted in an earlier newsletter, is operating, from 20th April, a new Sunday Explorer Bus Service. It is an experimental service which will be operated during summer 2003 in and around Northamptonshire. It is a timetabled service and will cover two tourist routes: the Castle Explorer and the Swan Explorer. It will provide an opportunity for people living in the area to visit some of the main attractions such as Stowe Park, Castle Ashby, Canons Ashby, Salcey Forest and StoKe Bruerne. Regrettably the Sunday Explorer Service cannot carry children under the age of three years. This is due to safety regulations governing the use of child restraints/seats on the minibuses which are operated by the Jason service. This is not a door to door service and is not pre-bookable. Local Access Forum (LAF) for Northamptonshire


Since Countryside and Rights of Way Act 2000 the County Council has a duty to establish a new LAF. This new body is being created now. It will exist to advise the CC on rights of way and wider access to the countryside, taking into account factors such as health, tourism and sustainable transport. The forum is likely to become an important and influential body representing both those involved in land management and the wide range of user groups, such as the Ramblers Association, that use the right of way network and access the countryside. Particularly at night, all the emergency services can struggle with finding addresses where the house number/ sign is out of sight. Ideally it should be about six inches high, at the end of your drive, and black on white or vice versa. If you are particularly hard to find consider looking at � HYPERLINK "http://www.ordnancesurvey.co.uk" ��www.ordnancesurvey.co.uk� and putting in your postcode to get an OS map reference.


Parking on footways seems to be an issue in Brafield in some places. Please park considerately and ask your visitors to do so.


Always consider that someone may be using the path in a wheelchair for instance.
