Public Meeting organised by the Mid Northamptonshire Parishes Group (MNPG) at The Community Centre, Camp Close, Bugbrooke on 3.6.03 re proposed housing development in Northamptonshire





This meeting saw the formation of a non-party political campaign alliance between MNPG and STOP (Stop The Over-development Plans) to contest Government plans to develop Northamptonshire over the next 30 years. These propose the construction of an extra 167,000 houses by 2031, an increase of 60% on the natural growth agreed in the County Structure Plan. This is seen as a countywide threat with massive implications for the infrastructure and culture of the County. The alliance is not against development in itself but opposes the scale and nature of the Government’s revolutionary proposal that threatens to defy the evolutionary and democratic Structure Planning process. HGV Lorries and Billing Road





Following monitoring by local residents of the frequency and details of HGVs continuing to use Billing Road in defiance of the new signs, Kevin Ward wrote, with details, to the County Council’s Freight Strategy Manager. He, coincidentally, had just received an analysis of their February traffic count. This showed a reduction of 76% in HGV’s using the road although some, mainly local firms, continue to ignore the new signs. A further count is underway at present, and, if a reduction of at least 60% on the baseline figure of 272 HGV’s per 24 hours is not secured, the County Council will start the process for introducing a weight limit Order.
