Over the next 30 years (by 2031) Central Government proposes to construct 162,000 houses in the County, an increase of 71% on the growth agreed in the Structure Plan. This is seen as a countywide threat with massive implications for the County’s environment, infrastructure and culture. The Parish Council supports the STOP alliance which is not against development in itself but opposes the scale and nature of the Government’s revolutionary proposal that ignores the democratic Structure Planning process and threatens large scale inward migration of people. Local Bus Services


There has been much concern in Brafield over recent months about alterations to the local bus services, which instead of travelling from Cogenhoe - Brafield - Houghton - Northampton have been re-routed through Hackleton - Horton - Piddington etc. thus taking far longer to reach Northampton. Various parishioners and others had a meeting with the County Bus Transport Officer at County Hall on the 23rd July, and it seems that it has been acknowledged that this re-routing may have been a mistake, and all parties have agreed to work to re-instate the original services. It is hoped to restore the out of rush hour services by October, and the rush hour services by January.
