Billing Road


You will be aware from previous newsletters that the Parish Council has, for some time now, been focussing on the issues concerning the traffic that uses the Billing Road - firstly the number of Heavy Goods Vehicles using the road and, secondly, the speed of traffic through the village. It has been instrumental, working in partnership with the County Council, in achieving a reduction of 76% in the number of HGV’s. Councillors have had regular meetings with Jim Nelson the Freight Strategy Manager of the County Council to try to improve the situation further.


Richard Buller, who lives closer than most to the road, has made a significant contribution to this cause by regularly monitoring vehicles, noting names of firms using HGV’s on the road, and making many positive suggestions that could improve the situation. We would like to thank him for his ongoing time and effort in helping to improve life for us all. If any other villagers feel they could help with monitoring etc., please contact the Chairman Kevin Ward. 


We are currently investigating the possibility of installing illuminated speed warning signs along the road, like those on the Bedford Road. To demonstrate our commitment, the Council is offering to pledge a sum of money to the County Council as a contribution to the cost.

Are you aware that there is a direct helpline for the general public , ‘Clarence’ (Tel. 0800 232323) if you wish to report for example : streetlights that are not working, potholes in the road, blocked drains etc. It is not necessary to go through the Parish Council, but it is advisable to ensure you ask for a reference number if you make a complaint as this is vital for backtracking.








Notes from our local Community Beat Officer PC Martyn Dearsley


Powered Scooters, or ‘Gopeds’ as they are commonly known, unless used on private property, are subject to the same restrictions as mopeds :- 16+ age group, road tax, insurance, safety headgear etc. In any event they should not be used on public footpaths or bridleways.


Although there is quite a network of Neighbourhood Watch support within the village, a Neighbourhood Watch Co-ordinator would provide a useful link between the police and the group members. If anyone is interested please contact me, as always, on 01604 700700.


Villagers are asked to show consideration to all pavement users by not parking on the footways. It is a particular problem on Church Lane where wheelchair users have difficulties where cars obstruct the path by parking partly off the road.
