Premium rate calls 


If you are concerned about companies / individuals accessing your computer and using your modem for making premium rate calls for which you will be liable, ‘phone B.T. (there is a freephone no. on the back of the bill and in the front of the ‘phone book). B.T. also state that you should contact your internet service provider who can provide additional support and software. Using Broadband internet access reduces the chances of these calls occurring as it is not necessary to dial up for every connection.

A428 Bedford Road - Red Route Working Group – July





The Chairman attended the last meeting of the Group to review the impact of the various engineering works, new signs, cameras etc. that have been put in place between Northampton and Yardley. The effect has been dramatic already – a large fall in accidents, a reduction in average speed between Brafield and Yardley to about 40-45 mph, and a significant impact in slowing traffic to the 30mph speed limit through the village. Yet, mobile speed enforcement is still catching some people speeding through the village. The County Council’s view is that the only solution is a roundabout at the junction of the Bedford-Billing Roads. This would offer other benefits such as helping with congestion, queuing etc at this busy and hazardous staggered junction. The Parish Council is strongly supportive of this as a future objective. Do you have any views? Are you interested in taking part in survey work to collect views from villagers to assess the level of support for this? If so please get in touch.











JASON (Journeys Around South Northants) -Travel for All


This is a community minibus service for the South Northants rural area for people who have difficulty accessing conventional bus services. It is run by Northants County Council and South Northants Council. For residents of Brafield the service will pick you up and return you to any home shown in Zone 2 on the map on the back of this Newsletter. Vehicles are low floor giving access to all passengers, pushchairs and wheelchairs. All drivers are specially trained to help you with your journey. The service operates between 9.00 a.m. and 16.30 p.m. Monday to Friday except for Bank holidays and between 24th December and 1st January.  There is a registration fee of £12 per year and once registered you will pay 50p a mile for every mile travelled.
