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Village of the Year Competition – see  www.calorvillageoftheyear.org


This competition (then called Tidy Village) was first established in 1946 by the government, trying to get the country’s villages back into a tidy state following the devastation of the war, and to give people enthusiasm for getting back to normality. The title of the Competition later changed to Best Kept Village, taking more environmental matters into consideration. Around the early 80’s Northamptonshire was one of the first counties to change the format of the competition to that of Village of the Year. With the introduction of the National Village of the Year Competition more emphasis was put on different aspects of village life: care for the elderly, business, youth, environment and community involvement were the categories judged, and this is the format that the current Village of the Year will follow. The winner of the Northamptonshire competition goes forward to the national finals.

Billing Road C24. 


The Parish Council is disappointed that the voluntary order preventing Heavy Goods Vehicles from travelling through the village along the Billing Road has not succeeded. Despite the considerable success in reducing numbers initially, sadly this traffic has returned to its previous levels, to the disappointment of the County Council that was keen to explore this way of trying to solve the problem. The intention now is to have a compulsory order prohibiting H.G.V.’s except for access. The Council is also hoping to get the County Council to install illuminated warning signs to try to encourage speeding drivers to slow down through this part of the village and has set aside £1000 towards the cost. It is continuing to press for a roundabout at the junction of Bedford / Billing Roads. in Brafield.
