‘Nominate a Neighbour’ Scheme


Apologies to those households that did not receive their ‘Nominate a Neighbour’ pack as promised with their last Newsletter. You should have received one this time. This scheme is run in conjunction with the Police and Neighbourhood Watch and is designed to help vulnerable people deal with unexpected or unrecognised callers at their door. The pack includes a yellow leaflet for the ‘vulnerable person’, a blue leaflet for their agreed nominated neighbour, plus a yellow card to be used at the appropriate times. The Yellow Card should never be left in the window or on view – it is only to be shown when someone unexpected or unrecognised calls at the door. As the Parish Council has no means of ensuring that these are distributed to all the relevant people, it is issuing them to every household in the village. If you cannot make use of the pack yourself, please feel free to pass it on to anyone else for whom it might be useful.

A new project has been launched to tackle abandoned vehicles across Northamptonshire The End of Life Vehicle Impound Scheme is a joint operation being run by NCC, the Fire and Rescue Service, the DVLA, the Police and the District and Borough Councils to provide a co-ordinated response to the problem of abandoned vehicles.  Such vehicles are often involved in or are the subject of crime, and can be dangerous to the public and the environment, encouraging vandalism and arson. The ELVIS team will inspect these vehicles within 24 hours of notification and remove them within 48 hours if appropriate. Members of the public can report a suspected abandoned vehicle on 08456 121999 giving the make and model, the registration number, and its location and condition.

B.T. Payphone Consultation  B.T has an obligation to provide access to public payphones to meet reasonable consumer need, but as 99% of U.K. households now have a ‘phone at home and 85% have a mobile ‘phone, public payphone use has declined dramatically. There is currently one street based payphone in Brafield which has very low use. Therefore B.T. are proposing to convert this box to a cashless payment option (which is much cheaper to maintain and less open to vandalism) as an alternative to removal, retaining the ability to make emergency, operator controlled, reverse charge, credit card and Chargecard calls. This is subject to a consultation process which ends on the 30th August 2005, and will only take effect should OFCOM’s review conclude that it is appropriate after the consultation period. Any objections must be supported by reasons. Clean Neighbourhoods & Environment Act ‘05


This Act extends to Parish Councils the power to issue fixed penalty notices for litter, graffiti, fly-tipping and dog offences. The Act also allows parishes to introduce dog control orders for a range of offences and, where offences occur when an order has been made, the P.C. will be able to specify the amount of penalty within a given range. The Council may also authorise a person to issue fixed penalty notices on its behalf on completion of accredited training. The Council sees this as an opportunity for the community to help deal with  these issues and help create a cleaner neighbourhood and environment. If you are concerned about these issues and would be interested in playing a part in the village applying these powers, then contact the Clerk. initially.





Voluntary Action in South Northamptonshire


The local Volunteer Bureau (SNVB) has been successful in gaining an award of £90,000 over two years from the Energy Saving Trust to run their SAFE n SOUND project in partnership with SNC, the Police, Fire and Rescue, Care And Repair, and the Primary Care Trusts to promote fire safety, home security and energy efficiency. As the result of a successful pilot project in three villages they will be extending it across the District between now and March 2007. They will have a range of low cost items such as door chains, smoke detectors and low energy light bulbs, some of which may be free. They will also offer free energy and safety checks.
