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Road Issues


Billing Road through Lower End





We’re pleased to report that two fixed post  flashing signs will soon be installed at points at both ends of the Billing Road. These, like those on Bedford Road, will be activated by drivers approaching them who are exceeding the speed limit, and will flash a message asking them to slow down. Similar signs have contributed, along with other changes put in place, to slowing the traffic on Bedford Road. It is clear from our detailed discussions with the highway authorities that the road does not qualify for full speed cameras. The signs are therefore our second best option in trying to reduce the speed of traffic.  We hope too that the Police will still continue to do occasional mobile speed checks as they do on the Bedford Road. 


We are now starting to take action against HGVs ignoring the Order barring them from using Billing Road. We are assertively targeting certain companies, mainly from the Crow Lane area, who persistently flout  the Order. Secondly, we are exploring with the County Council and Police how to pursue prosecution of these drivers. If necessary we will consider involving the media. More on this next time including a possible call for volunteers to help.

Inspector Leonie Tromans has taken over as the Sector Inspector for South Northants, and, as such, is responsible for Community Policing and performance on this sector. The team for which she has responsibility works out of Brackley and Towcester Police stations, and currently comprises:- two sergeants, nine constables, six community support officers and a number of special constables  who support the work on the sector on a voluntary basis.


Over the next two years Safer Community Teams will become fully established across the County, and as they develop there will be an increase in the number of sergeants and community support officers on the sector. There will be a recruitment drive to increase the number of special constables who will be dedicated to the Safer Community Teams.
