Recycling





Following the introduction of the Twin Bin and Door to Door recycling schemes in Brafield in October, the Friday collections have so far collected 26.9 tonnes of composting materials from our village. This will be turned into compost to be used on local fields.


Other materials collected (glass, paper, cans and plastic bottles) are taken to special recycling facilities in Northants and Milton Keynes, before being taken to re-processors throughout the country to be turned into new products.





There are a few important things to remember about the new services. Firstly,separate vehicles collect the recycling boxes and bins, therefore they are emptied at different times during the day. Secondly, South Northants would like to remind people that cardboard should be placed in the Green wheeled bin and not the small recycling box.

Post Office Closures





You may be aware that the government has recently consulted on the future of the post office network. This consultation included the proposal to close up to 2500 post offices throughout the UK, extend government funding for the post office network to 2011, and put in place 500 alternative delivery services. Postwatch (the consumer council for postal services) accepts that the current financial pressures post offices are experiencing will necessitate some closures, and that it is preferable that these closures are managed. They do, however, have several concerns about the proposals and have made a full response to the government’s consultation which is available on their website:-
