Police Matters





The Parish Council was pleased to welcome PCSO Richard Markham to its Council meeting on 12th July, and to continue the dialogue between the local Safer Community Team and our community. Together we are examining a number of initiatives which could benefit various areas and groups of people within the village.  


The Parish Council has, for some time, been pushing for support in the enforcement of the H.G.V. ban on the Billing Road through Lower End. PCSO Markham has recently completed his speed gun training and we hope he will now be able to enforce this ban more effectively.


We have also been exploring various ideas to provide recreational interests for young people aged 13 - 18 from Brafield and surrounding villages, and PCSO Markham has been proactive in one of these ideas. They are still at an early stage, so more of these later.


























Our Safer Community Team urges residents to report all crime, suspicious incidents, general nuisance or anti-social behaviour. Such incidents, however small they may seem individually, may help the police to piece together parts of a wider picture, and although Brafield is generally a relatively low crime area, the more information and feedback that is logged onto the police system, the more this will help to maintain a police presence here and keep our village a pleasant place in which to live. Police community messages:





Shed and outbuilding break ins are once again on the increase across the area. Keep your sheds, garages and other storage areas locked and closed when not in use. Close the door even if you are in the house. Many thefts are opportunist, thieves taking advantage of being able to walk-in and remove easily transportable items such as lawn mowers, strimmers and tools. 





As many of you will be aware, the annual school holidays are fast approaching. Traditionally, this is a time of year when we experience increased levels of antisocial behaviour, criminal damage and other undesirable activity including theft on school premises. We request you pay particular attention to school premises and other educational sites over the summer, calling any suspicious activity to the police as a matter of urgency. 





Cars have been broken into and stolen in surrounding areas. Many of these have occurred as a result of mobile phones and other valuable items being left on display in the car. A vehicle stolen from a farm was left with keys in the ignition. Always ensure that valuable items are kept at least out of sight in the vehicle. Where possible totally remove CDs, satellite navigation equipment and stereo fascias from the vehicle. This includes overnight when the vehicle is at the home address.  Never leave keys in an unattended vehicle. 





Finally, a burglary occurred recently where offenders entered the property using a spare key stored under a mat outside the house. If you must leave a key for your house, try leaving it with a trusted neighbour, but never under flower pots, mats or other well known hiding places. 

















Overhanging hedges, trees etc.





The Parish Council has received a number of complaints about overhanging growth where gardens border pavements, footpaths or bridleways. Please ensure that you keep your hedges, trees and shrubs clipped or pruned so as not to cause an obstruction to people using such paths, whether they be pedestrians (including those pushing buggies) or wheelchair users.
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
