District Wide Flooding      June /July 2007     





This year has been a particularly bad one for flooding incidents across the country. South Northamptonshire has had the worst year for flooding since the storms of Easter 1998, and, in particular, on July 20th where some areas had worse flooding than in 1998. South Northants Council has undertaken a review of its response to the flooding emergency on July 20th and the outcome will be published on the SNC website in due course. 


In addition the Council is seeking to establish as much detail as possible about the areas affected by the flooding across the district, and is asking all Town and Parish Clerks to ask which properties were affected by flooding, and how severe the flooding was  i.e. were gardens flooded, were properties flooded internally, were there any potential hazards created by the flooding, or indeed were there any injuries suffered. The Parish Council has received a plan of the village in order to indicate the properties and areas affected by flooding in Brafield. We need your assistance to do the following:-





Positively identify the individual properties within the Parish where flood water entered the actual property             (as opposed to the curtilage or gardens)


Indicate where flooding occurred to gardens, garages, roads or outhouses.

















Affected householders should register with the Environment Agency, who cannot always stop flooding, but can warn you in advance of potential problems. Call them on the number below if you wish to register.

Consultation on Development of West Northamptonshire





The West Northamptonshire Joint Planning Unit is currently examining the issues, options and challenges facing West Northamptonshire (the area covered by Northampton Borough Council, Daventry District Council and South Northamptonshire Council) over the next twenty years. As Brafield is part of this West Northamptonshire area this should be of interest to you. These three councils, together with Northamptonshire County Council and West Northamptonshire Development Corporation are working together to produce a plan for the area, and are undertaking a consultation process which started on September 5th and ends on October 31st 2007.


Central government has determined that, across West Northamptonshire towns and villages, 62,125 homes must be provided (between 2001 and 2026) together with additional jobs. There is a need to ensure that all future developments include, not just things like affordable and environmentally friendly housing, but also roads and rail, schools and hospitals, and community facilities, so that people living in the area can lead a full life.





Wherever possible previously developed land and vacant buildings will be used (brownfield land). However, there are only limited brownfield sites available, which means that there will be a need to build on some greenfield sites. The largest amount of growth will take place in and around Northampton. However, some of the development will need to take place in the neighbouring parts of South Northamptonshire and Daventry Districts.       The key question is where should this new development go?





Exhibitions are being held throughout this period showing various suggested directions of growth for housing and development. The last of these staffed exhibitions, will take place in the Grosvenor Centre Northampton on

You are invited to give your views on the future development of our area. All the consultation documents are available on � HYPERLINK "http://www.westnorthamptonshirejpu.org" ��www.westnorthamptonshirejpu.org� and a questionnaire can be downloaded or completed on line from the same website. All responses from the consultation will be considered and they will be taken forward to the next stage in the planning process which is producing the ‘Preferred Options’ paper. This will be published for full consultation in Spring 2008.











Police Matters

A few of you may have received a more lengthy questionnaire in the summer, but these cards are being issued to every household in the village to give you all, whether residents and businesses, the chance to express your concerns about any problems which may affect your quality of life, and which the Safer Community Team may be able to address. Please be as specific as you can on your three (or fewer) priorities.

There have been a series of thefts from motor vehicles in Brafield, Cogenhoe and Horton during September. A number of vehicles in Church Lane were broken into, but vehicles in other areas of the village were also targets. Please be aware of these crimes and remember to remove all valuable items from vehicles before leaving them. 





Once again our Safer Community Team urges residents and businesses to report ALL crime, suspicious incidents, general nuisance or anti-social behaviour. Such incidents, however small they may seem individually, may help the police to piece together parts of a wider picture, and although Brafield is generally a relatively low crime area, the more information and feedback that is logged onto the police system, the more this will help to maintain a police presence here and keep our village a pleasant place in which to live.

The Independent Complaints Advocacy Service (ICAS) supports patients and their carers wishing to pursue a complaint about their NHS treatment or care. This service was launched in September 2003 and provides national support to clients delivered to agreed quality standards. The service in Northamptonshire operates from The Innovation Centre at Tresham Institute in Wellingborough. Through an East Midlands helpline (0845 650 0088), one full-time and two part-time advocates are allocated cases from all areas in the county. ICAS is a free, independent and confidential service.
