Here is a short extract from a book that may be of general interest regarding the village: 
‘Brafield-on-the-Green.
On the Northampton-Bedford road, it has many thatched cottages, one dating itself from Cromwell’s day. 

The church is of the mid-19th century, except for the tower and the south aisle, but the massive tower was begun by the Normans; it has still the doorway they built in its south wall, but the tower rises in Early English style with trefoiled windows below the battlements. 

There are many gargoyles and huge stone faces, one group of heads carved along the string course above the buttresses.  The three arches of the south arcade are nearly 700 years old, and a pillar at the west end is remarkable.  Most of the columns have modern carved capitals, but this one, with clustered shafts, has a carved head at each corner of the capital, foliage on three sides showing the change from the stiff 13th century to the natural 14th century leaves, and on the fourth side a puzzle in stone which seems to represent a coiled-up snake and a catlike creature turning its head to look at it.

The large font is Norman work.’   
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
